MUSICAL COMPOSITION TECHNIQUE «GOLDEN SEQUENCE»

Summary. The "golden sequence” is considered in the article as one of the most striking and
historically stable cultural codes of the "golden fund of standards” of world music. Having
developed in Barogue music, this technique remains relevant to the present time. The author
analyzes the meaning and expressive properties of the "golden sequence”, referring to exam-
ples from musical works of different eras.

Keywords: composition; intonation; music; sequence; golden sequence.

For centuries, stable techniques, intonation and harmonic turns have been
formed in music, acquiring stable semantics over time. Such «migrating turns»
include the golden course of French horns, Phrygian turn, descending halftone
"sighs" (lamento), etc.

Let's focus on a musical technique called the «golden sequence». The
«golden Sequence» is a single-tone diatonic sequence, which got its name due
to its versatility and frequency of use. This sequence was based on the Phrygian
turn, it makes up the intonation of four sounds in the descending movement of
the natural minor: from the tonic down and to the fifth stage: (}) [ -VIIIN-VIn-
Vg. It's just that its resolution was added to each chord, as it were. For example:
to the | stage we add "resolution” — 1V, to VIHIIN — I1I, VIIN — 11, Vg — . So we
get a classic golden sequence, where the movement of the bass voice goes
through the following steps: 1 | IV = VIIN | Il = VIIN | Il = Vg | I.

D. N. Bykov-Kulikovsky in his article points to the universal, perfect con-
struction of sequences of this kind. «The child of the human soul, the "golden
sequence" — a musical phenomenon — can serve as an example for studying and
analyzing, including semantic, almost all elements of the musical system: lado-
tonal relations, functional-harmonic, metrorhythmic, and most importantly —
figurative—meaningful» [3, p. 9].

The golden sequence originated at the beginning of the XVIII century.
The first that has come down to us, and one of the most striking examples of the
use of the «golden sequence» is the Passacaglia g-moll from Suite No. 7 by
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G. F. Handel, written in 1710. This work is built entirely on this sequence, being
variations on it (basso ostinato). There is another harmony in it, but the main one
is the «golden sequence». Subsequently, N. Paganini will use the idea of writing
variations on a theme based on the "golden sequence" in his famous caprice No.
24 a-moll.

The "golden sequence” is extremely often used in Baroque music. This is
evident in the concerts of A. Vivaldi — the cycle "Seasons", the Concert from the
cycle "Harmonic Inspiration” No. 6 a-moll. It is typical for Vivaldi to embody
images full of drama, splendor and grandeur through this turn. In the "Seasons"
concerts, the sound of the "golden sequence” conveys a sense of the power of
nature, the atmosphere of the greatness of the elements.

J. S. Bach addresses the technique that interests us both in organ and key-
board creativity. The composer often uses this sequence in connecting parts, in-
terludes of fugues, as well as in the themes themselves. For example, HTK 1
volume prelude gis-moll, fugue theme from organ prelude and fugue a-moll
BWYV 543 and fugue theme from toccata and fugue d — moll BWV 565. Bach
often gives a sequence after the climax of the work (HTK 1 volume prelude gis-
moll), showing a certain discharge of tension through this turn. It is impossible
to imagine a toccata and a d — moll fugue without a coda based on a golden se-
quence that vividly and solemnly completes the work.

The golden sequence, as a relic of the past, is less common among classi-
cal composers. Although you can find examples of the use of this turnover in Y.
Haydn in part 1 of the moll sonata, W.A. Mozart in part 1 of the piano sonata F
dur No. 12, L. van Beethoven in the finale of sonata No. 8 c-moll "Pathetic".

By the middle of the Romantic era, the German composer F. Mendelssohn
«rediscovered» the composer J. S. Bach for listeners by staging the «Matthew
Passion» in Berlin in 1829. The influence of Baroque harmony, including the
«golden sequencey, is noticeable in his organ and keyboard compositions (Song
without Words No. 32, Op. 67, the theme of the fugue from the organ prelude
and fugue c-moll, Op. 37).

By the end of the Romantic era, composers began to use the "golden se-
guence" to express feelings of nostalgia, elegiac sadness, philosophical reflec-
tions (I. Brahms Symphony No. 3 f-moll 3 part, P. Tchaikovsky "June. Barca-
rola" from the cycle "Seasons", F. Kreisler "The Torments of love").

In the music of the early twentieth century, in search of new composition-
al techniques, composers abandon traditional harmonic sequences and the
"golden sequence™ disappears from academic genres. Interest in it is revived
again in vocal music, in song and romance creativity and mass genres of com-
posers of the USSR. This is facilitated by the revival of interest in Baroque mu-
sic, and the spread of ideas of historically oriented performance (authentic per-
formance).

In the 1950s-80s, the «golden sequence» was used in jazz and pop music,
in music for movies, and became very popular (J. Kern «All the Things You
Arey, P. Moria «Toccata», F. Perrin and D. Fekaris «I Will Survivey). It is often
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used by domestic pop composers (A. Babajanyan «Evening Song», R. Pauls «I'll
pick up the music»). The universality and democracy of this technique is con-
firmed by the frequent appeal of Russian bards to him (O. Mityaev «Summer,
it's a small life», M. Shufutinsky «Candles", Y. Vizbor «My Dear», M. Krug
«Vladimir Central», S. Trofimov «Moscow Songy).

In the XXI century, composers add a golden sequence to various genres of
pop music, arranging it with the help of modern digital technologies. For exam-
ple, A. Walker's composition "On my way", Amel Bent — "Ma philosophie".

Why is this sequence so attention-grabbing? From the point of view of
psychology, it is natural for a person to perceive even disparate phenomena in a
systemic relationship. The "golden sequence” is based on the D — T ratio, and on
a subconscious level we perceive it as a kind of "problem", "tension™ and its res-
olution, overcoming. Sequencing of the same motive is very important, we sub-
consciously anticipate it (“what should be exactly this way, and not otherwise")
ahead of the melody, and it responds to us by what we predicted in advance,
while receiving emotional satisfaction. We are pleased to realize that everything
Is "put in its place".

So, having considered the «golden sequence» as a compositional tech-
nique actively used by composers of different eras and styles, we can say that it
is among the «migrating intonation formulas» (L. N. Shaimukhametova) with
stable semantics that remain relevant for Barogue and Romantic music, classical
and jazz.
